The Development of Information Technology

International technology, IT, changed our society. It comprises electronic computer technology and
telecommunication technology. Its development originated from fundamental scientific inventions in
physics.

The development of electronic computer technology started with the invention of the integrated circuit
in 1960 and the microprocessor in 1970s.The number of components on a chip was rather large and the
machines were really big. Today chips with millions of separate components allow the creation of a
complete microprocessor.

Chip development has been matched by dynamic and powerful developments in telecommunication
technology. Ultra-rapid transistors and semiconductor lasers based on heterostructures of semiconduc-
tors are playing a decisive part in modern telecommunications.

Electronic components are made of semiconductors, i.e. materials that is something between a conduc-
tor and an insulator. Most semiconductor components are made of silicon. A semiconductor, consisting
of several thin layers with different band gaps, is termed a heterostructured semiconductor. In the 70-s
heterostructure lasers became able to work at room temperature. This made possible fibre-optic com-
munications.

The invention of the transistor in 1947 is usually taken to mark the start of the development of modern
semiconductor technology. A transistor is smaller, more reliable and less energy-consuming than the
radio valve, which thus lost its importance. Ten years later many elements were fabricated in one and
of the same basic material, and in one piece. This invention is more technical and led to development
of apparatus and instruments.

Input Device:- The device which is used to input Information into the computer are known as Input
device. The physical components of computer are known as hardware. Some Input devices are given
below in details.

Keyboard:- This is most commonly used input device. Its function is same like as typewriter. The
keyboard is divided into few parts like Alphabet keys, Numeric pad, Function key, Special keys etc.

Mouse:- This is also called pointing device. This device is used for pointing the items on the screen. It
can be moved on a smooth surface to simulate the movement of cursor that is desired on the display
screen. Selection can be chosen by simply pressing the button of mouse.

Scanner:- Scanners facilitate capturing the information and storing them in graphic format and dis-
playing back on the graphical screen. Scanner consist of two components, the first one to illuminate
the page so that the optical image can be captured and the other to convert the optical image into digi-
tal format for storage by computer. The graphic image scanned now can be processed directly by the
computer.

Magnetic Ink Character Reader (MICR):- This device are generally used by banking industries to
read the account number on chaques directly and does the necessary process.

Optical Mark Recognition (OMR):- This devises are capable for sense marks on computer readable
papers. This kind of device is used by academic and testing institution to grade aptitude testes where
candidates marks the correct alternative on a special sheet of paper.

Optical Mark Code Reader (OBR):- This device are used to scan a set of vertical bars of different
width for specific data and are used to read tags and merchandise in stores, medical records, library
books etc.

Joystick:- Joystick is mainly used with computer games. It is in the form of rigid rod, which can
moved left right up or down as required to move the cursor.

Storage device:- A storage device in the computer is required for storage and retrieval of the instruc-
tions and data . There are verity of devices used for storing data. A storage system can be classified
mainly in three parts-
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Internal processor memory
Primary memory or Main memory
Secondary Memory or Auxiliary memory

Internal processor memory:- These are consist of the small set of high speed registers which are in-
ternal to a processor and are used as temporary locations where processing is done.

Primary Memory:- Primary memory consist of semiconductor memory chips and is used to store the
data and programs currently in use. Each storage cell can be directly accessed without affecting any
cells hence it is also called Random Access Memory (RAM).

RAM- Random Access Memory- This also consist of semiconductor chips. Since we can access any
location directly so it is known as Random Access Memory.

ROM- Read Only Memory - It is another type of main memory. this can be used for storing programs
provided by the manufacturer. ROM's can be written only the time of manufacture.

PROM- Programmable Read Only Memory- This is also non-volatile type of memory. This type of
memory can programmed only once by a special write device. The writing process in PROM can be
performed electrically by the supplier. Special equipment is needed to perform this writing operation.
Thus it is more flexible and convenient than ROM.

Secondary Memory:- As discussed above all the memories are volatile memory, which works only in
the present of electricity. We need a permanent storage devices which would be reliable and less ex-
pensive. Thus we get that magnetic ink coated materials are less expensive and they are having long
life. Some of the secondary storage devices are Magnetic Tape & Magnetic Disks.

Magnetic Tape:- It looks same like as tape recorder. It is mainly used for keeping backup of data.
This tape may be 12.5 to 25mm wide and it's length may be 500 meters to 1200 meters. File accessing
mode of this device is serial accessing. These are cheaper since these are removable from the drive,
they provide ultimate storage capacity. These are not suitable for on-line retrieval of data since sequen-
tial searching will take long time. They are low coast, low speed, portable and are still widely used be-
cause of their low coast.

Magnetic Disks:- Magnetic disk is a circular platter of plastic, which is coated with magnetic material.
A conducting coil named as 'Head' is used for the job of reading and writing on the magnetic surface.
There are two widely used Magnetic Disks

Floppy Disks

Hard Disk or Winchester Disk

Floppy Disks:-A floppy disk is made of a flexible thin sheet of plastic material with a magnetic coated
and grooves arranged in concentric circles called Tracks. Floppy is a very good medium for transfer-
ring data from one location to another. There are two types of floppy disk available today

1. 5% Inches
2. 3% Inches
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5Y4 floppy:- this floppy looks too much bulky due
to its size. It has the capacity of 1.2 MB or 360
KB. It consist with 40 track and 9 sectors.

3% Inches floppy:- This floppy have the capacity
of 1.44 MB. It consist with 80 tracks and 15 sec-
tors.

A floppy disk divided into Track & Sectors

Hard Disk:-This is the most useful for storing large volume of information. It is consist of two or
more magnetic plates fixed to a spindle, one below the other with the set of read/write head. The disk
is pack in permanently sealed inside a case to protect it for dust. It's rotation speed is typically
3600rpm. This high speed of rotation ensure that all areas of the disk appears under the read/write head
very frequently. Its size of storage capacity vary from 20 MB to 10 GB.

GUIs

The term user interface refers to the standard procedures the user follows to interact with a particular
computer. A few years ago, the way in which users had access to a computer system was quite com-
plex. They had to memorize and type a lot of commands just to see the content of a disk, to copy files
or to respond to a single prompt. In fact, only experts used computers, so there was no need for a user-
friendly interface.

Macintosh computers — with a user interface based on graphics and intuitive tools — were designed
with a single dear aim: to facilitate interaction with the computer. This interface is called WIMP: Win-
dow, Icon, Menu (or Mouse) and Pointer and software products for the Macintosh have been de-
signed to take full advantage of its features using this interface. In addition, the ROM chips of a Mac-
intosh contain libraries that provide program developers with routines for generating windows, dia-
logue boxes, icons and pop-up menus. This ensures the creation of applications with a high level of
consistency.

Today, the most innovative GUIs are the Macintosh, Microsoft Windows and IBM OS/2 Warp. These
three platforms include similar features: a desktop with icons, windows and folders, a printer selector,
a file finder, a control panel and various desk accessories. Double-clicking a folder opens a window
which contains programs, documents or further nested folders. At any time within a folder, you can
launch the desired program or document by double-clicking the icon, or you can drag it to another lo-
cation.
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The three platforms differ in other areas such as device installation, network connectivity or compati-
bility with application programs.

These interfaces have been so successful because they are extremely easy to use. It is well known that
computers running under an attractive interface stimulate users to be more creative and produce high
quality results, which has a major impact on the general public.

o Computer-aided design (CAD) is used by engineers and architects to
design everything from cars and planes to buildings and furniture. First they
make a wireframe, a drawing with edges and contour lines. Then if they want
to colour the objects and add texture, they create a surface for the object; this
is called “filling the surface”. Finally, the design is rendered to make the ob-
ject look realistic. Rendering is a process that adds realism to graphics by using shading, light
sources and reflections.

Desktop publishing (DTP) is based around a page layout program, which lets you import text
from a word processor, clip-art (ready-made pictures) from graphics packages, and images
from scanners or cameras, and arrange them all on a page. It is used to design and publish
books, newspapers, posters, advertisements, etc.

Digital art, or computer art, is done with applets that use mathematical formulae to create
beautiful bright shapes called fractals. A fractal is a geometrical figure with special properties,
e.g. the Koch snowflake or the Mandelbrot set. Fractals can also be used to model real objects
like clouds, coastlines or landscapes.

Computer animation uses graphics programs (e.g. digital cartooning systems) to create or edit
moving pictures. Each image in a sequence of images is called a “frame”.

After getting a job, you may have some unexpected troubles with boss, too: e.g. if you dye your hair or
wear something not appropriate. The best solution of such situation is to ask a trade union for advice,
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which can always help you in your fight with an employer. Of course, if you affect company discipline
not coming in time or working badly, your dismissal would not be unfair.

To conclude, | can say that it is sometimes hard not only to get a job, but also to work in the staff, and
if you do not want to be laid off, you should follow company rules, it is a must.
