Lewis Carroll
Lewis Carroll was the pen-name of Charles Dodgson, an English writer and author of two of the
best loved children's books in English Literature — “Alice's Adventures in Wonderland” and
“Through the Looking Glass”. The characters and phrases from these books have entered and
become part of the English culture so if someone calls you “Mad as a Hatter”, you know whom to
thank.
Charles Dodgson was talented in many ways. Apart from being a creative writer, he was also a
Mathematics Don (professor) at Oxford and a well-known logician. He was interested in
photography and music. He sang very well, played chess and enjoyed creating and solving
puzzles.
Charles Dodgson was born on 27 January 1832 and spent the first eleven years of his life at
Warrington, Cheshire where his father was the priest. His family was large; his parents had 11
children, 4 boys and 7 girls.
Charles was educated first by home-schooling, then at two boarding schools, and finally at Christ
Church College, Oxford. Later in life, he remembered his boarding school experience without any
warm feelings. Still, he was an excellent student and studied very well in all his subjects.
In 1854 Charles Dodgson got a 1% class degree in Mathematics and one year later he became a
lecturer in Mathematics at Christ Church College. It was then that he started his literary career and
took his pen-name, Lewis Carroll. While his creative books and poetry were published under his
pen-name, he also wrote books on Mathematics under his own name.
When a new Headmaster arrived at Christ Church College, he brought with him his family.
Dodgson became the family’s close friend. The Headmaster’s little daughters, the youngest of
which was called Alice, enjoyed his company very much. Charles often entertained the girls by
telling them stories about imaginary worlds with fantastic creatures.
The story about the adventures of little Alice became popular all over the world. “Alice in
Wonderland” is primarily a children’s story, but adults have enjoyed the novel for over a century
together with children.
Many elements of “Alice” were not completely new. Talking animals, for instance, or the story
idea in which a child or children are carried away from reality into a fantasy world. However, it
was Carroll who established a new motif that would be used again and again in children’s
literature: Peter Pan, The Wonderful Wizard of Oz, the Narnia books, and the Harry Potter books.
That is the possibility for the main characters to travel back and forth between the real world and
wonderland.
Though his characters travelled a lot between one world and another, Charles Dodgson himself
didn’t like being away from home. The only occasion on which (as far as it is known) he went
abroad was a trip to Russia in 1867.
He died of pneumonia on 14 January 1898 at his sisters' home. He was 2 weeks away from turning

That was a risky thing to do — he had inherited an old
farmhouse and a large plot of land from a distant relative but he had never been in farming and
didn't know how to run the business. However, he knew the tourism business from the inside out,
and he decided to combine them both.

He sold most of the animals and kept only a few cows, sheep, goats and nanny goats. Then he
bought several horses, ponies and donkeys to add them to the herd. To make the farms population
diverse, dad brought a couple of camels, several fallow deer and some roe deer. We certainly didn't
get any income selling milk or meat, but surprisingly many city people came to spend weekends in
our farmhouse. They brought children with them — the children were happy to see a real cow or a
goat, they were delighted to feed the animals and to have a horse ride or a trip in a cart pulled by
donkeys or deer!

Dad and the rest of the family got deeply involved in the business that started as a hobby. Our
animal farm has turned into a real tourist attraction and we have had to hire several people to mind
the animals, to run the inn and to entertain the guests.

135 million accounts. The site was launched in 2006 by Pavel Durov, a graduate of St. Petersburg
State University. Vkontakte is quite similar to Facebook but has one advantage: it uses a special
technology allowing users to share larger files. Unfortunately, Vkontakte has had repeated
problems with spam.

There is no doubt that social networking is here to stay. But not everyone agrees about its benefits
to society. Academic researchers are now studying how these sites are influencing important areas
of society, such as identity, privacy, youth culture and education. The technology continues to
develop, with “real-time web” and GPS tracking making it possible to locate our friends, and be
located, anytime, anywhere. Of course, this information may also become known to marketers and
hackers.

Like anything, social networking can be used for either good or bad. Sadly, online bullying is
relatively common (this is when one person spreads cruel or untrue stories about another person).
But on a more positive note, social networking tools have played an important role in international
political events. In the winter of 2011, young Egyptians used Facebook and other services to plan
their protests and share news not only with each other, but with the world.

Eton

Within a ten minute walk of Windsor Castle, across a bridge over the River Thames, there’s an old
Gothic building. It is the legendary Eton College. It is one of England’s largest independent
schools and one of the highest in prestige. Members of the British royal family are traditionally
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educated here. It was one of the best schools when first founded and remains so now; it is still
commonly known as one of the greatest schools among all the schools in the world.
Following the old tradition, Eton is a full boarding school, which means all students live and study
at the school with their fellow students throughout the school year. Eton is also one of the four
remaining boys’ schools, so there’s no opportunity for a girl to study there. Eton students
traditionally come from England’s wealthiest and most prestigious families, many of them
aristocratic. Boys enter Eton at about 13 and continue there until they are ready to enter university.
The school was founded by Henry V1 in the fifteenth century to provide free education for poor
pupils who would then go on to get a higher education at King’s College in Cambridge. That
connection no longer exists today.
All students have a uniform of a black tailcoat and a waistcoat, a white collar and dark trousers. All
students wear a white tie. This uniform is not for special occasions, it is worn at all times for all
classes. If you visit Eton during term time, you will see students walking the streets with books
under their arms dressed in their uniforms.
At Eton, there are dozens of organisations known as “societies”, in many of which students come
together to discuss a particular topic. The societies are traditionally governed by the boys
themselves. Societies range from astronomy to Scottish dancing and stamp-collecting. Some of
them are dedicated to music, some to arts, some to languages, and so on. Meetings are usually held
after supper and often include a guest speaker. Among past guest speakers are composer Andrew
Lloyd Webber, writer J. K. Rowling, designer Vivienne Westwood, and actor Ralph Fiennes.
One of the oldest and most influential Eton societies is called the Pop. Its members are like school
head-boys or prefects who are given limited authority over other students. They are called Poppers
and take an active part in many official events of the school year, including parents’ evenings.
While all students wear black waistcoats, members of the Pop are allowed to wear any waistcoat
they please. Prince William, when he was a Popper, wore a waistcoat designed like the British
national flag. The style immediately became popular.

The first Red
Nose Day was held on 5 February 1988 and since then they have been held on the second or third
Friday in March.

The event is widely celebrated in the UK and many people consider it to be a type of unofficial
national holiday. The symbol of the day is the red nose which you can find in various supermarkets
and charity shops. The thing is that red noses are not sold and you cannot buy them, but you can
leave a small sum of money (a donation) and just take one. The exact sum of the donation is not
fixed. You can leave as much as you want — it's an act of charity.

Since 1985 there have been all kinds of noses: plastic, soft, boring common ones, there were noses
that looked like faces, noses that made noises, noses that changed colour when they got hot... This
year it's a dinosaur theme, which means noses are shaped like small creatures from pre-history.
On Red Nose Day money-raising events take place all over the country and many schools
participate.

In the evening of Red Nose Day a ‘telethon' takes place on the BBC channels. This is like a
televised marathon that shows a selection of the events of the day, and lots of short comic
performances and reports of how the money will

be spent. It starts in the evening and goes through into the early hours of the morning.

There’s a Red Nose Day page on Facebook and you can follow it on Twitter. People also upload
videos of local charity events on YouTube and Facebook.

The candidates were interviewed and
the winner was Ben Southall from the UK.
Ben greatly enjoyed the dream job he had got. He realised that people knew very little about planet
earth and its treasures. Living in big cities, they forgot how important the flora and fauna of this
world were. Every time Ben went outdoors, he could discover something new. “Every time I dived
or went underwater, | forgot about all the troubles above water and concentrated on living in the
moment. It was a good way to clean the mind and build respect for the natural world,” Ben said.
Ben's life on the island was not just fun. It was very busy, busier than most people imagined, and
certainly busier than Ben himself had imagined. He worked seven days a week and up to 19 hours
a day.

Graffitti — a dangerous way of life

While scrawling graffiti is seen as a crime in the UK, yet in the US it has become a recognized
art form.
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Just a few weeks ago eight graffiti gang members were convicted of causing £5,000 worth of
damage on the London Underground. They are among more than 70 hard-core graffiti artists
thought to be operating in London today. Most are aged under 20.
Graffiti artists, or ‘graffers’, operate in many British towns. They often work at
night, covering walls, trains and railway stations with brightly painted murals or scrawls in
spray paint and marker pen.
Some people regard graffiti as a form of vandalism and a menace. London Underground says
that railusers find it ugly and offensive. It spends £2m a year dealing with graffiti, and has
even introduced trains with graffiti-resistant paint. “We don’t think it’s artistic or creative
—1it’s vandalism. It’s a huge nuisance to our customers, and it’s ugly and offensive,”
says Serena Holley, a spokeswoman for the London Underground. “It creates a sense of
anarchy and chaos,” says Richard Mandel, a barrister who prosecuted the graffiti gang.
“Passengers feel as if the whole rail system is out of control.”
British Transport Police has a graffiti unit designed to catch graffers in the act. It spent five
months tracking down the recently prosecuted gang.
Graffiti art can also be a dangerous pastime. The London Underground says that some
teenagers have died in accidents during nocturnal graffiti ‘raids’.
However, others say that graffiti at its best is an art form. Art galleries in London and New
York have exhibited work by increasingly famous graffiti artists. “Of course graffiti is art.
There’s no question about that,” says David Grob, director of the Grob Gallery in London.
Even some of those who think graffiti is wrong admit that graffers are talented. “It’s just that
their artistic talent is channeled in the wrong direction,” says Barry Kogan, a barrister who
represented Declan Rooney, one of the gang members.
There is a difference between ‘good graffiti’ and vandalism, says Dean Colman, a 24-year-old
graffiti artist. “I’d never spray private property, like someone’s house. Some graffiti are
disgusting. There’s a big difference between that and graffiti which can brighten up grey
walls.”
Dean makes a living as a graffiti artist. His days of illegal spraying are behind him, he says.
He has worked on a television programme about graffiti, designed a series of government
posters, and decorated nightclubs. He has exhibited his work at Battersea Arts Centre in
London, and he has taught graffiti-spraying in youth clubs.
Dean sees himself as an artist, and thinks that graffiti art does not get due recognition.
“There’s no graffiti art in the Tate Gallery and there should be,” he says. “Graffiti is a valid as
any other art form.”

It is reading news,
available on some dedicated news servers, telnet, FTP servers, etc.
In many countries, the Internet could provide businessmen with a reliable, alternative to the
expensive and unreliable telecommunications systems its own system of communications.
Commercial users can communicate cheaply over the Internet with the rest of the world. When
they send e-mail messages, they only have to pay for phone calls to their local service providers,
not for international calls around the world, when you pay a good deal of money.
But saving money is only the first step and not the last one. There is a commercial use of this
network and it is drastically increasing. Now you can work through the internet, gambling and
playing through the net.
However, there are some problems. The most important problem is security. When you send an
e-mail, your message can travel through many different networks and computers. The data is
constantly being directed towards its destination by special computers called routers. Because of
this, it is possible to get into any of the computers along the route, intercept and even change the
data being sent over the Internet. But there are many encoding programs available. Not
with-standing, these programs are not perfect and can easily be cracked.
Another big and serious problem of the net is control. Yes, there is no effective control in the
Internet, because a huge amount of information circulating through the net. It is like a tremendous
library and market together. In the future, the situation might change, but now we have what we
have. It could be expressed in two words— an anarchist's dream.
