New Years day in Russia

New Years day is the biggest celebration for Russians. It is believed that the way you
celebrate the New Year indicates how your year will be. On New Year’s eve, a huge meal is
prepared with an abundance of dishes.

Easter

Easter is the day of the resurrection of Christ. The main tradition at Easter time is the
painting of hard-boiled eggs. Red is the predominant colour, as it signifies new life. Russians
exchange eggs and kind wishes for the Easter celebration.

Christmas

Christmas is the holiday of the birth of Jesus Christ, which is celebrated on the 7th of
January. Before Christmas Eve, people tidy their houses. The food for Christmas is prepared some
days in advance, with turkey, stuffed pork, pies, pastries and sweets for children.

Maslenitsa



Maslenitsa is one of the most cheerful holidays in Russia. It marks the end of the winter
and the opening of new spring festivals and ceremonies. Maslenitsa is celebrated during the week
preceding the Lent. Every day of Maslenitsa is devoted to special rituals.

Family traditions

There are some interesting family traditions. For example, when a new baby is born, the
father should plant a tree, wishing the child to grow up strong and healthy.

Blessing

Among the traditions connected with wedding is blessing. When a bride and groom are
ready to go to the church, the oldest member in their family takes a religious icon from the wall.
While the bride and groom kneel, the family member crosses them both with the icon, blesses their
union, and wishes them a long and happy marriage. At the wedding reception, the husband and
wife take a big loaf of bread and bite it at the same time, without the use of their hands. Whoever
gets the larger piece, it is said that they will be the leader of their family.

Day of Russia is a new holiday in our country. It is celebrated on the 12th of June.

We spend time
with our husbands and fathers on that day.

There are also holidays like Easter, Maslenitsa, Day of Knowledge and lots of professional
holidays which aren't public holidays.

Among other popular celebrations are Christmas and New Year. In London, lots of people
go to Trafalgar Square on New Year’s Eve. There is singing and dancing at 12 o’clock on
December 31st.

Twothirds occupied by the Ussuri Taiga is a real botanical garden.

There are about 50 small and large rivers there, but the Ussuri river, the Bikin and the
Rasdolnaya rivers are the biggest and the deepest of them.

Primorye ° s flora and fauna represent a combination of plants and animals.

Cedar, the king of taiga , and legendary ginseng, tigers, deer and many other animals,
insects and birds have made the Ussuri taiga famous to naturalists.

Primorye is rich in mineral resources: tin and lead, zinc and silver, coal and iron, marble
and many others.

The first inhabitants appeared in Primorye about 45-50 thousand years ago.

Today the population consists of Russian and Ukrainian people as well as of people of
many other nationalities .

The largest cities of the region are Vladivostok, Nakhodka, Ussuriisk and Artyom .

There are many lakes on the territory of Primorye. One of them is Khanka.

A matter of proud is springs of mineral water near settlements of Shmakovka, Lastochka
and Chistovodnoye.

The climate of Primorye is very particular. It is rather mild .

We haven’t very cold winters and very warm summers.

Vladivostok is one of the most interesting and colorful cities in Russia. Its buildings climb
the hillsides dropping to the sea. The sea makes Vladivostok unforgettable the city is open to the
ocean winds. Once it was compared to Naples and much later to San-Francisco.

Vladivostok occupies the whole southern tip of the Muravyov-Amursky Peninsula. The
downtown area is situated at the shores of the Golden Horn Bay, well protected from strong winds,
deep and a convenient harbor for ocean-going vessels. Bosphorus the Eastern Strait links two gulfs
together the Amursky and the Ussuriysky -and separates the Russian Island from the mainland.
The city is rather young. It was founded on the second of July in 1860.

Due to its location at 132 degrees longitude East, 43 degrees latitude North, Vladivostok
perfectly referred to the saying: "The latitude of the Crimea while the longitude of the Kolyma
river. This, by the way, explains why Vladivostok has got such a monsoon climate. In wintertime
there is almost no snow in the city, while in summertime thick fog moves on it and gives way to
practically, non-stop rains. The mean annual temperature is +5°C, the temperature in January is -
14°C, the temperature in August is +24°C.

Only one-to-five territory of the city is built-up, the other part is occupied by the forest-
park. The northern part is a kind of national park and there was a time, when the impassable Ussury



taiga stood there. In the forest-park of the city you can see a lot of rare plants and trees: cork tree,
cedar, aralia, eleutorococcus, lime, maple and others.

Naturally, the port is the heart of Vladivostok. A great many of the ships arrive here every
day. Vessels maintain the transportation, to dozens of countries all over the world, transfer
passengers to Sakhalin, Kuril Islands, Kamchatka, Japan and others.

Vladivostok has a glorious past, a glorious present and still glorious future.

Thanks to the peculiar relief and climate in Primorye, a truly unique flora and fauna has
been formed. The flora of the region includes 1720 species of plants, 250 of them are trees, shrubs
and woody lianas. In addition, 3.4% of all vegetation is endemic, meaning it grows only in the
area. And 8% of them are in the Red Book.

More than a third of all plants have medicinal properties. The most famous plant, the
medicinal effects of which on humans have been studied for many years, is ginseng. About 50
species of trees and shrubs have edible fruits. Also on the territory of Primorye, you can find up to
200 species of mushrooms that are suitable for consumption.

The fauna of the region is also diverse and combines northern and southern forms. It is
home to Amur tigers, East Asian leopards, Amur forest cats and many other amazing animals.

Australia

Australia, or the Commonwealth of Australia, as it is officially called, is situated on the
island continent. It also occupies the Island of Tasmania and some minor islands round the coast
of the continent.

Now the most important industries are oil, chemical, ore mining, radioelectronics, and food
industry. The country exports agricultural products and raw materials. As for the nature, the
commonest trees of Australia are the eucalyptus and the Australian acacia or mimosa, the national
emblem of the country. Such unusual animals as a kangaroo or a koala-bear originate from



Australia. Australia is one of the most unusual and exotic countries of the world. A significant
feature of modern Australian society is the representation of a lot of cultures drawn from many
lands by its people. Historically part of the British Empire and now a member of a Commonwealth
of Nations, it is a relatively prosperous and independent nation.

New Zealand is a country with a whole area of 268,700 square meters. It is located on the
South-West of the Pacific Ocean, on the large North and South islands. It is divided by the Cook
Strait, and includes the small islands of Chatham, Antipodes, Kermadec, Campbell, Cook and

The population is presented by two cultural groups: New Zealanders of European origin
and the very small Polynesian Maori people.

The climate of New Zealand is smooth and humid. The seasonal temperature difference is
small, it rains a lot, but there is no shortage of sunny days either. Climatic conditions vary from
one region of the country to another. This is partly due to the significant longitudinal extent of
New Zealand, which leads to the fact that in its far north the climate is warm and humid, without
frost, and in the far south, in the inner part of the island — cold and dry. A certain role is also
played by mountain ranges located in the west and in the center of the islands which protect the
eastern coasts from the winds blowing from the west.

New Zealand is a forest area. In terms of the composition of the flora, it is very peculiar.
In the extreme north of the North Island, the vegetation is subtropical. This area is characterized
by forests of New Zealand kauri pine, ancient relict evergreen forests. Numerous conifers grow in
them — araucaria, incense cedars, various pines, evergreen southern beeches, even some palms
and tree ferns. The forest is braided with lianas, and abounds in mosses and lichens.

The most famous representatives of New Zealand fauna are: the national symbol of the
country, the Kiwi bird, the kakapo or owl parrot, the kea parrot, the takahe, and the saddleback.
Five types of penguins live here. The nature of New Zealand is especially amusing in the territory
of national parks. New Zealand’s unique landscapes, bird species, and other natural features are
carefully protected.

New Zealand is one of the most environmentally friendly countries in the world. The basis
of the country’s economy is agriculture, although not so long ago, the processing and food
industries, tourism, and the film industry began to acquire importance. There are a lot of oil and
gas deposits and there are also reserves of gold and coal.

We all know that the word "etiquette” means public norms of polite behavior and good-
order rules among people, at work, at the table, at a party, at business meetings. In each country,
the rules of conduct are different, but for some reason it is the British that are a model of polite
tone and manners of behavior.

The whole world has long been laughing and joking at the English pedantry and the ability
to remain unperturbable in any situation. But upbringing, alertness and correctness, only
emphasize their impeccable culture. They never interrupt during a conversation and do not ask
tactless questions. Do not enter into conflicts and try to bypass sharp corners. You will never hear
rude words and high pitch; the English are too ambitious to behave this way. Their coldness and
stiffness disarm.

At acquaintance and meetings it is inadmissible to hug and kiss on the cheek, but only
shake hands. In England, it is not accepted to ask about the amount of income, age (especially
women), marital status.

If it concerns business meetings, a visit to a doctor, solemn events, the delay on your part
will be disrespectful. Excessive emotionality is not welcomed among the English, but they are



generous with compliments on any occasion. This people is modest, and they are very proud, with
a sense of dignity. The English never ask for help, do not complain and do not expect sympathy.
In England, the love of the family and of the Motherland is sacred. Here, family relations,
problems in the family are not put on display, they do not discuss personal life and relatives. And
despite the secrecy and closeness within the family, the English are very hospitable people.

What do a uniform and a dress-code mean for us in our life, whether such classification of
clothes is important to people? Is there a difference between a uniform and a dress-code?

They demand a dress-code at offices, schools, colleges and many other institutions. Many
people do not like such approach to business, they consider that it constrains their individuality.

English Cuisine

English people have a special cuisine. Traditional English dishes include fish and chips,
roast beef, steak, pudding and some others. It’s natural that all types of food can be found in
English restaurants nowadays. For example, fans of Japanese food will easily find sushi in English
cities, fans of Italian food, will easily find all sorts of pasta and pizza in England.

However, many people want to try traditional British cuisine when visiting England.

For breakfast English people prefer either oatmeal or cereal with milk, fried eggs with
bacon, a glass of orange juice or a cup of fresh coffee.

During lunch many people are away at work, or at school, so they carry their lunch with
them. It usually consists of a couple of delicious sandwiches with ham, cheese and fresh
vegetables, and a small pack of juice. Many Englishmen drink 5 o’clock tea with cookies. It’s a
kind of English siesta.

For dinner families usually gather around the dining-table to chat and to share some tasty
dishes. Among them steaks or fish, steamed vegetables, rice, fresh salad, and a glass of wine or



beer, depending on tastes. Children drink either water, or tea. English families often go out for an
evening meal, especially on Friday nights.

Traditional English cuisine contains many interesting recipes, but probably the most
famous of all is “Fish & Chips”. This dish consists of fried chops from fish and French fries. On
special occasions English people often serve roast turkey and traditional pudding.

Many people tend to criticize the English cuisine, nevertheless, it has a certain charm and
value.

Text 1.
For a long time, English landscape art existed in two parallel worlds. In the estates of the
aristocracy, quite pompous castle gardens were created, in the 17th century the famous English
landscape parks appeared, the popularity of which spread far beyond the borders of the country.

Techniques for creating landscape parks imitating natural landscapes were borrowed from
China, and with the expansion of trade communication, not only ideas, but also foreign plants
found their way to the gardens of the British, significantly enriching the range of ornamental
plantings. In those days, the delivery of plants and even seeds was extremely difficult. The journey
took many months, the sea air (and merchant ships were the most reliable transport) had a
detrimental effect on living parcels because of the salt particles it contained, and various tricks had
to be resorted to in order to deliver at least part of the cargo safely. Therefore, it was very honorable
to be the owner of a garden with a rich collection of exotic plants, because only a person with
money and influence could afford it. It is not so important whether the vanity of rich snobs or the
passion for botany in the genes of the British contributed more to the prosperity of the garden art
in England, the only important thing is that by the beginning of the Industrial Revolution,
gardening had reached unprecedented heights here, turning into a cult.

Outside the luxurious estates, another tradition has developed - the rural garden, which also
has a long history (the first reliable mention of such gardens dates back to the 15th century). Poor
villagers arranged gardens to improve the quality of life in their families.

Text 2
FRENCH GARDEN (REGULAR GARDEN)

The regular style implies strict symmetry in the layout of the garden. It is characterized by
straight lines and a strict axial composition. And now it is used where they want to emphasize the
impact of man on nature, create a sense of order, give austerity and solemnity. The features of the
style are elevation, solemnity, abundance of sculptures, theatricality, parade and showiness. The
dominant feature of the composition is the house, and the surrounding nature should be in complete
subordination to man.

A classic French garden (Fig. 1.1) is a parterre with a lawn in front of the house, terraces
with retaining walls connected by ladders, trimmed plants and arabesques, standard forms of
plants, flowers in containers or pots decorating the entrance to the house or terrace, neat flat paths,
either paved with bricks, or sprinkled with gravel or sand. In such a garden, there can be mural
sculptures, fountains, and alley plantings..
