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Resume: The conservative bureaucrasy received the last political chance in Russia at the end
of the 19th and at the beginning of the 20th centuries. The outstanding conservative
writers (K.P. Pobedonostsev, M.N. Katkov) strictly criticised social and political ideas of
liberalism. They insisted to protect fundamental principles of Russian state, social and
cultural life. They were convinced that the Russian Empire would not survive the poli�
cy of liberalization. At the same time the conservative bureaucrats could not offer posi�
tive programme of political actions and defended illusionary images of Russian past
and present.
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
